    planning appeal – no further update at present.
15/09/5     TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM THE COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLOR
Reports noted. Key topics relevant to Fornham All Saints included the issue of speeding on Tut Hill    and the delayed referendum. Given the current climate, Cllr Hopfensperger to seek advice on how this can be progressed. Removal of a hedge at a property in Aldridge Lane, the planning department has been informed regarding enforcement and whether planning permission is needed.
15/09/6     TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM PARISH COUNCILLORS RELATING TO PORTFOLIOS HELD
Cllr Don Lynch: Top traffic speeds registered at 48mph; at peak times 35 cars per hour travel through the village; RH stressed the importance of VAS data as a means of involving Road Safety Management; agricultural vehicles also speeding, farmers to be made aware; RH to forward details of HGV employers possessing temporary permits, if found to be in breach of traffic regulations, licences could be revoked.

Cllr Hugo Greer-Walker: Main focus will be on Tut Hill and S106 monies, including better provision of cycle paths.

Cllr Paul Purnell: Quotations were received, and approval was given for all Parish Council notice boards to be replaced; to enable weeds to be trimmed down, play area top fence to be moved; prices for new soft surfaces under the play equipment to be obtained.

Cllr Enid Gathercole: Seeds to be set behind bus stop in the autumn; weeds around the new trees at Larks Gate to be cleared; small number of trees overhanging fences identified; problem with full dog poo bags being put into Pigeon Lane bin; cancellation of work at the River Lark due to bad weather; area at Ducksluice now cleared.

Cllr Cathy Emerson: Positive response from local businesses, list now collated; a register to be compiled of residents prepared to help if lockdown is reinstated over winter; current list to be updated.

Cllr Jill Mahew: Magazine advertising to be tidied up; currently twenty six advertisers and two possible new advertisers; Rural Coffee Caravan will be at The Green 7th October. 

Cllr Liz Hodder: Presently, no update on Communications.

Cllr Matt Stewart: Contact has been made with Marham Park Resident’s Association; once resumed, happy for the PC to join in their meetings; no update from Countryside on the possibility of a footpath at end of Tut Hill to link with Marham Park; contact to be made with new site manager; replacement of dying trees part of extensive replanting programme.
