 TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM THE COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLOR                           Wildlife Project on land next to Larks Gate progressing, plan to be submitted to West Suffolk Council detailing  description of tree types to be planted, location, consensus from neighbouring residents, continuing maintenance of the area. Cllr Hofensberger’s Locality Budget to finance the scheme, ongoing costs responsibility of the Parish Council. Cllr Liz Hodder as lead contact. No progress with the village sign (Fornham St Genevieve boundary). West Suffolk Operational Hub issues identified. Setting of the village considered not appropriate for a new permanent pedestrian crossing, further assessment required. West Suffolk Planning have recommended approval for 37 lodges at the Golf Club. HGV Strategic Lorry Network Document to be reviewed, second part to assess community issues. Family Hubs offering more universal services to replace Children Centres. A1101 safety review, FAS have requested a Speed Indicator Device. Remedial works to be carried out at Tut Hill. No decision yet on District Council car parking review. Open ended road closures to be stopped, permit scheme being looked at for utility companies.

·     Lorry Watch

Between 6am-10am and 2pm-5pm, Lorry Watch identified five HGVs coming through the village. More volunteers needed as observers.

· Tut Hill

Four options are available a) do nothing b) do nothing but ban HGV’s and include some further traffic calming measures c) close Tut Hill completely at junction of Marham Parkway d) close Tut Hill to vehicles travelling from Marham Parkway; allow one way traffic from the A1101 at  mini roundabout; further traffic calming measures and possibility of improved access from Tut Hill to the Marham Parkway green area. Options have been assessed by Suffolk County Council and excluding d) all fall within the available budget. Parish Councillors to consult with local businesses regarding potential financial loss. Once issues have been addressed a date will be arranged for a village meeting. Date yet to be arranged.  All feedback will be considered. A voting paper along with pros and cons of each option will be sent out to those on the Electoral Roll. Results to be checked by an independent auditor. West Suffolk Council and Highways Department will be informed of the outcome.
·     To receive an update for the Allotments
Indicative costs for fencing and provision of gates are in the region of £7000 to £8000. Detailed quotations to be obtained and circulated to councillors. Cllr Quayle to source match funding.
· To receive an update on the Rural Coffee Caravan
Approval was given by the Parish Council for the Coffee Caravan to be parked on The Green. Commencing in April at Thingoe Lodge, then alternating months on The Green/Thingoe Lodge until October. It is envisaged the Good Neighbourhood Scheme will resume in May.
